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Modern education model reflects psychological regularities of the organization and fulfillment of the education process concerning different ages and different conditions of the students. Modern didactics can outline the three functions of the teaching process: educational, developing and pedagogical.

The educational function supposes scientific knowledge digestion, forming special knowledge and general skills system. The developing function means that along with the education the individual development process takes place, as far as the individual is being developed during the activity. The education becomes developing if its aims directly the individual development.

Pedagogical function means the process of forming the system of axiological and emotional attitude towards the world and the complex of its features. The educational functions are fulfilled in all the didactic components of the educational process, in complex of all the educational missions, in education content, in methods, forms and instruments system, and also the in the psychological sphere of the education process. The Distance education differs from the traditional forms by the following features: flexibility, adaptivity, modularity, interactivity, coordination, controlling, technology selection etc.

Nowadays the internet-education is being developed rapidly. Hundreds of universities and colleges suggest thousands of internet courses and their number increases every day. At first it was enough just to present the educational material with maximal efficiency using the up-to-date informational technologies, but today the complex approach became actual, and it resulted into forming the unified informational education medium comprising the whole educational process [1].     

The adaptive education is technological pedagogical system of forms and methods, conductive to effective individual education. This system superiorly takes into consideration the level and structure of the primary training and carefully follows the current training results. This allows the reasonable selection of the tasks for rapid progress. Adaptive training is a modern computer way of fulfilling of the well-known pedagogical approach of education individualization – one of the most important approaches for qualified specialists training [2].

The “Distance education” term (DE) usually means the extra-mural education, based on up-to-date technologies of the education material presentation, organization of cooperation with the students and knowledge control, - mostly on the Internet-based popular technologies. Moreover, because of the lack of the real experience in Distance education many participants overemphasize or get the wrong picture of the Distance education process. 

For maximal efficiency of the DE courses it is necessary to use the most advanced computer and internet technologies (animation and multimedia tools, videoconferences and on-line systems of distributed works etc.).
Organization of DE process requires the complex of arrangements – such as education control, teacher-student and student-student communication possibility, education process monitoring by the teachers, control of access to educational materials etc. To implement all those functions Distance Education Center of DSTU (Don State Technical University) introduced Complex informational forming system “SKIF”. This system is based on Moodle source environment and gives an opportunity to use the individual schedule of education. Its module structure allows to build the education program for each student concerning his level of training and personal needs. “SKIF”-based education provides different methods of education depending on the student’s level. “SKIF” Distance course creation includes: preparatory stage; project workout; allocation of the course at DE website. 

Preparatory stage dedicated to planning and detailed project workout. This stage includes the careful design of the course structure, determination of the main sections and components, formats and technical tools selection for each element implementation. During the next stage the course is converted into html, after that the course is being checked for misprints and mistakes and technical realization. This stage is the longest and resource-intensive.
In Center distance education in DSTU there has been introduced a moodle-based educational complex “Computer support of presentations in advertizing”. This Distance course includes all the necessary educational resources: lessons, lectures, tests, tasks, forum, dictionary etc. The teacher is able to control the education process via the website in order to simplify the knowledge control.

The “Test” element is the effective way to control the obtained knowledge. The test questions are kept in the unified database and divided according to categories. Questions group for the test can be generated according to didactical units. The test is formed after teacher’s individual settings and can be used for several groups of users.  

The results of the test are enabled right away after the answer of the student. The estimated result is made automatically and the results can be imported to Microsoft Excel.  The computer-based education provides a good motivation for many students, which are interested in virtual media, supported in DSTU by the website of Center distance education – http://de.dstu.edu.ru.
Moodle system implementation in DSTU educational process allows to build the individual schemes of education for the students and also to use the credit system in multilevel education, because the open medium allows different speed of education process progress depending on preferences and time resources of the student. 
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
