Postgraduate study is study towards a Masterdoctoral degree, or a postgraduate diplomaedificate, that is taken after having
obtained a Bachelor's degree.

whether you want to live in the city, countrysidecoastal areas;

if the content of the course matches your needgadmaspirations;

the reputation of the department;

the quality of the teaching and facilities;

availability of funding for your course.

What postgraduate courses are available? fadstgte qualifications in the UK include certifiest diplomas, conversion courses,
Masters degrees and PhDs. [5]

How much will it cost? Fees start at approxima3900 a year for UK/EU students on full-time acateoourses, but can be a lot more -
£25,000+ for some MBA courses. International sttidiess start at around £8000. You will also needudget for living expenses and the costs
involved in your study and research itself, suctragel to libraries or to interview people and tost of having your thesis produced and bound.

- Where will you study?

- How stiff is the competition for postgraduatadst in your chosen field?

Many of the questions can only be answered by gaelation to your individual aptitudes, intereatel personal circumstances.

Applications for Postgraduate Sudy.

Personal statements are frequently required iniGgifuins for postgraduate study, in particular bass courses, such as MBAs, but are
also required for areas such as postgraduate temalming. You are typically allowed about 1 parfedd (250-500 words) to "sell yourself".

Use good English. If your statement is fresh, {iveind different, you'll be putting yourself ahesidhe crowd. Read your statement very
carefully. Do your draft on a word-processor anellspnd grammar check it, but also give it to arfd to read. Be clear and concise. Show the
ability to put the salient points across in a feards. Stay within prescribed word limits. Pay aitemto presentation - type the statement if your
handwriting is at all poor. Be positive and enthsst — selectors will read many personal statesnemd you want yours to stand out.

Give your statement a structure with an introducte main body and a conclusion. The opening paphgis important as it is here that
you grab the reader's attention or lose it. Thimgiaph becomes the framework for the rest of thement. The middle section might detail
your interest and experience in your particuladfias well as your knowledge of the field. Be pscific as you can in relating what you know
about the field and use the language professiarsa&sn conveying this information.

Possible content for your statement

1. Why do you want to do the course/research?

Try to convey your enthusiasm and motivation fardgtresearch. Don't try to write what you thinkytheant to hear, write your real
reasons. Write about any projects dissertatiorextanded essays you have done if they are relevatgmonstrate relevant skills. Mention any
prizes you have won, also travel or study abroad selevant employment. Describe anything that shovesativity, dependability or
independence.

2. Why this subject?

Be clear about why you have chosen this. Is thgrarm noted for a particular emphasis, specialitgr@ntation? When did you become
interested in this field and what have you learabdut it? What insights have you gained? How haue lgarned about this field - through
classes, seminars, work or conversations with awedstaff?

3. Why this university?

Be specific — don’'t make bland statements suchBasduse you are an internationally-renowned unityevdth an excellent academic
reputation”. Is the program noted for a particéarphasis, speciality or orientation? Are there ijgemcademic staff you want to do research or
study with? What is it about the structure of tbarse, or the choice of modules, that appeals t@ yo

4. What academic skills have you got to offer?

Computing skills, knowledge of relevant scienttfichniques etc. If your A levels were poor (or ylidn't do these, try to show an upward
progression during your time at University).

5. What personal skills can you offer? e.g. abilityvork in a team, with little supervision.

Demonstrate that you've done your homework aboet dburse/research and that you've seriously camsidgour strengths and
weaknesses for postgraduate study or researcloulhgve done vacation jobs, what skills have yaunked: team-working, communication,
working under pressure? Have you had to overcomelstacles or hardships in your life? This mawshkuidence of determination/resilience.

6. What are your strengths?

In what ways are you better than other applicalfitg@u can't answer this question, don't expectsiilectors to answer it for you!

7. What is the relevance of your first degree ts study?

Point out any circumstances that may have effegted academic results, that you think should besictared by the selectors.

8. What are your career aims?

You may not have a very clear focus on what youtwao afterwards, but you should have some idéadear direction will strengthen
your commitment to do well in your studies and stles will know this.
